Teacher Mini-Grant Application

Purpose: Windy Ridge PTA has an application to apply for PTA funds.  Faculty members can apply for funds to support projects which are not funded through other sources. Requests could include such things as classroom projects, speakers, books, musical instruments, PE equipment, computer software, or science equipment. 

Eligibility/Process: Any full-time teacher/faculty currently employed at Windy Ridge School is eligible to apply for PTA funds. Windy Ridge faculty may apply individually or combine requests for departmental or interdisciplinary grade level projects. You may include pamphlets or web links about the item/project you are requesting. 

Process:

1. Complete the Mini-Grant Application and submit to the Principal for review.

2. The request will be presented to and voted on at the next PTA meeting.  Please note PTA meetings are held the 2nd Monday of every month.
3. Applicants will be notified of the approval/denial of their request. Approval will be based on the following criteria:

a. Relation to curriculum/sunshine state standards

b. Number of Students Impacted 

c. Unavailable funds from other sources

d. Longevity of item/resource requested (how long can the items/resource be used, one-time, yearly, etc).

During the 2008-2009 school year, applications can be submitted until April 30, 2009.  
It is our sincere hope that the awarded PTA funds will enable you to fund enriching projects for Windy Ridge students that would not otherwise have been feasible. Because grant funds are paid out of the current year’s PTA budget, requests for reimbursement or direct payment must be submitted by June 1, 2009.  That means grant funds must be spent and reimbursed by June 1, 2009.  No exceptions.
