Officer’s Report

President, Rene Weising welcomed everyone to the meeting. 

Treasurer, Katrina Ruiz: 

· Katrina explained the new budget format 

· Mindy Bender made a motion to increase the budget from $150 to $250 to replace a broken aquarium for Ms. Hoffman. Tina Newell seconded the motion. 

· Ms. Hoffman requested $750 for items but failed to include shipping costs. Karyn Phillips made a motion to pay the shipping costs. Joanna Bradford seconded the motion.

· Katrina reminded members that the Sales Exempt Tax form is available in the PTA basket and should be utilized. Sales tax needs to be only paid on items that are going to be resold (ex. window clings). 

· Katrina introduced Pam Bishop to update members on the Sun Shade proposal. Pam explained the many obstacles that may eliminate the execution of providing a shade canopy for our playgrounds. The following are some of those noted: 

· The county may require all 3 playgrounds to be covered at the same time

· Costs for covering each playground could range from $38,000-$72,000

· Approved vendors will limit the companies available for estimates and installation 

· Estimates alone are costly due to code requirements 

· Pam will plan to meet with Mr. Carcara regarding county requirements. 

Principal’s Report: 

· Mrs. Concepcion discussed the recently announced guidelines on bringing food from home. She reviewed the county issued letter explaining reasons and what is prohibited and the impact it will have on our school. She noted that the guidelines take place for the school day—bell to bell. If you do have a program on campus involving food, you will need to go through the county’s Risk Management process. 

· She also mentioned that the cafeteria would be developing a menu of items available for purchase to offer during approved parties and events. 

· Mrs. Concepcion is looking into the restrictions regarding pizza deliveries. The rule is currently expressed as pizza deliveries to be done one hour after the last lunch. Since we have middle school students eating late, that would put delivery available at dismissal. She will follow-up with the board once clarification is determined as to when the pizzas can be delivery as to not compete with the cafeteria sales. 

· Literacy Day is October 31 with K-4th participating in the parade. On Election Day, K-3rd will be voting for president only and 4th-8th will be voting for both local and national candidates. 

· Red Ribbon Week will also be that week. 

Committee Reports

ADDitions, Joanna Bradford & Nanette Campbell: presented the Volunteer of the Month for August/September to Michelle Dunlap. 

Fundraising: Sally Foster, Susan Weems: Susan reported that $12,780 was collected as of October 12. Windy Ridge receives approximately 50% of those earnings. The absolute last day to return orders is Wednesday, Oct. 15. Delivery of items will be Friday, November 14 at 9 a.m. Susan needs volunteers to distribute that day to students. 

Directory, Michelle Dunlap: Michelle inquired about which binding is preferred for this year’s directory. Spiral bound was used last year but this year, it will only be 20 pages (front/back). Michelle recommended that the directory be stapled along the inside fold for an approximate savings of $1/directory. Members agreed. 

Middle School Dances, Mndy Bender: Mindy reported that Ms. Bullion does two dances and would like the PTA to “loan” the money upfront to cover costs and then pay back the money after the students have paid admission. Joanna Bradford made a motion to approve the loan. Sherita Teti seconded.

Homeroom Representatives, Tina Newell: There are two 3rd grade classes that still need a Homeroom Rep: Ms. Hurless and Ms. Johnston. Neither teacher wants an adoptive parent but would rather either scale down activities or do without. Tina also reported that she still has not received all the completed teacher information forms.

Mother/Son Event, Ann Biro and Rene Weising: Ann Biro reported that a Zoomerang Survey would be used to determine the interest level for this event. Bowling was looked into, as a date is determined. Ann shared that it would cost $850 to rent the entire facility, which she said was not necessary. She would like to wait until the survey is completed to determine the need. 

Father/Daughter Dance, Mary Ruffin: Mary shared that the dance will be held on Friday, February 13th for a Valentine’s theme. 

Website, Ann Biro: Ann reported that the deadline for newsletter entries would be November 21st. 

Reflections, Karyn Phillips: Karen reminded everyone about Reflections and encouraged participation. 

Unfinished/Old Business: Mrs. Shaffer came to propose her request for MS extracurricular uniforms. She explained that $2161 is needed for 150 uniforms covering different sports: track, soccer, and basketball. Suggestions included paying for their own, requiring a deposit, selling them back, designating some box tops money. It was decided that this would be discussed and decided after re-examining the budget clarifications and requests from last year.

Florida PTA recommendations- Rene reported that the Florida PTA recommends voting “No” on amendments 5, 7, and 9 regarding education. 

Rene asked if the PTA was interested in placing an ad in the school yearbook. Ann Biro made a motion to place the ad and Karyn Phillips seconded. 

Family Movie Night: Rene reminded everyone that November 20th is the next General PTA meeting that will coincide with the Family Movie Night, which will be playing “Kung Fu Panda.” 

Jennifer Brass (who was not present) sent information regarding a Spring Talent Show. The attendees suggested that it coincide with the Spring Book Fair.
