Principal/School Report

· Sarah Concepcion reported that she met with Team Leaders and reiterated the availability of PTA funds for classroom and/or curriculum needs through our Mini-Grant Application. 

· She also shared that the current budget cut is 6% although they are awaiting the news regarding stimulus money and whether that could call for more cuts if it is not received. 

· A common supply storage room is being considered to allow teachers to have access to things they may need that another teacher has plenty of.  Team leaders were asked to review their supply lists and make any modifications. She mentioned that paper will be limited next year and more reams may be asked for on supply lists. 

· WR was invited to attend the National Science Olympiad in Augusta, GA. They are in the midst of a fundraising campaign in order to be able to attend.

· Shared that the National PTA was offering a chance to have another Movie Night this spring. Via Rene Weising, two mini-grants were requested: 

· Sherri Resnick, ESE, requested $250 for their ESE Night. They have $513 on the PTA Budget so this will come from that line item. 

· Anna Fidelo requested $75 for Science placing ribbons for 5th grade only. The motion passed to grant this money. 

· Rene mentioned that a Budget Committee was going to be formed in order to help decide how the money raised would be spent  Teacher requests will be considered based on a number of factors and the committee will decide the priority of the spending allotment. The committee will consist of an odd number of people and will be Mrs. Concepcion, Rene Weising, Katrina Ruiz, Mary Walsh and three others yet to be decided. Mindy Bender, Nannette Campbell, and Joanna Bradford also showed interest in serving on this committee. The committee should have representation from both the elementary and middle grades. A meeting with Mrs. Concepcion will be scheduled in order to finalize the committee and prepare for the procedure in the expenditure of funds.
