President, Rene Weising welcomed everyone to the meeting. 

Treasurer, Katrina Ruiz: 

· The motion was made by Michelle Dunlap to approve this year’s budget. Susan Weems seconded the motion. It was passed.

· Katrina introduced Mary Walsh as her co-chairperson. Her name will be on the signature card and she will be up to date on the treasurer’s report in case of Katrina’s absence.
